1  Inquiry  
Interpreting assignments; determining information needs; developing a research strategy, question(s), and/or thesis to facilitate strategic information discovery and access; preliminary research tool and source selection

Resource analysis, inference, and revision of research strategy

	Learning Outcome (HOMs): Inquiry/ Research as Inquiry
Using a thought web or list worksheet, students will identify at least three keywords, synonyms, and related terms from their research statement/question in order to identify search terms for a database search.
How will I know students “get it”?

Students will complete keywords worksheet using their research question by themselves and with a partner, pulling out at least three keywords from their research question/proposal, and share out to the class in a Think-Pair-Share activity. The research question will also be revised as necessary for scope, specificity, etc.
Why should students care?
Because the keywords will be immediately relevant to their research topic moving forward


	
	Learning Outcome (HOMs): Inquiry/evaluation/ Searching as Strategic Exploration 
Students will construct a search using their keywords in a designated database in order to find 2 articles are superficially relevant to their image. 
How will I know students “get it”?

Students, working in small groups, will find two sources for a research question that has been broken into keywords, given a database to search in by the instructor.
Why should students care?
Because this will further their research for the major assignment for this class; hopefully they will get a few useable sources during this time. 


	
	Learning Outcome (HOMs): Evaluation/Searching as Strategic Exploration
Students will analyze one database in order to articulate one useful feature of the database for their research assignment, and explain why or how the feature might be useful to their assignment. 
How will I know students “get it”?

Students will articulate why and how a feature in their database is useful for their research paper in a class Google Doc.

Input (Turner model)- HeadsUp!
	Instructor will…

Introduce Headsup! Game on Powerpoint, explain rules, but give little background.

After Headsup!, discuss keywords, synonyms, related terms and how they relate to databases

Explain activity- circle keywords for model question, using what we just did in HeadsUp

Focus on going beyond the keywords to think about HOW you’d search- ex. We aren’t looking for Adichie as author, we are looking for Achidie as subject. 
Get students started with keywords if necessary

Students will…
Volunteer for game or help classmates guess words 

Contribute keywords, synonyms, related terms

	Sample/demo topic:
Chimimanda Adichie’s The Thing Around My Neck 
Themes: immigration, race/racism, romantic relationships, family relationships

Types of keywords: subject, author-as-subject, work-as-subject, title of the scholarly article, author of the scholarly article

In here: make connection between HeadsUp and keywords very explicit (per Lydia). Why do we use them? How do databases use them?

By thoughtfully using keywords in your search, you will be speaking the database’s language, and are likely to get better search results. When you find a really helpful article, you can also check to see what keywords it is using, and use those keywords to find more articles like it.
