Academic Search Premier is a very large scholarly collection that offers full-text, peer-reviewed journal articles in nearly every area of academic study. It is an excellent place to start your research. 

Your Teaching Assignment:
1. Group think and pick one topic to practice searching.
2. Explore Academic Search Premier using your group’s topic.

3. Make sure you can explain all the features listed in the “Peer Teach” section below.

4. Divide up presentation among members & plan your lesson.

5. Teach the class how to effectively use the database by covering all the features in the “Peer Teach” section.  

How to access Academic Search Premier:

Under “Full List of Databases” tab on the library homepage, select “Access our 60+ article databases.”  Click on the Quick Links for Academic Search Premier –or- under the “Databases A-Z By Title” list, scroll down to “Academic Search Premier.”  Click on either of these links to open the database.

Explore!
· Type in 1-3 keywords for your main search concepts. Explore the “Refine Results” area.
· Click on the “Advanced Search” link.  Experiment with adding an additional keyword in the second search box. 
· Get/Cite the article: Click on the title of an article and read the abstract. Explore the icons that allow you to Email and Cite.
· Discuss each of the items below and be prepared to teach them to your fellow students.
Peer Teach!

· Share what your database contains (Hint:  This information is in the description at the top of this page).

· Demonstrate how to get to the database from the library home page.
· Demonstrate a sample search.
· Explain how to narrow results by date.

· Demonstrate how to narrow your search by subject and explain why you might want to do this.

· Demonstrate advanced search and explain the difference between using and, or, and not.  

· Demonstrate how to get a citation for an article and how to email an article to yourself.
